We bless you for Jesus, born of the Spirit’s love and a woman’s body and blood. We bless you
for Jesus who shows us how to live the fullness of our humanity and thus become one with you.
We remember Jesus who laughed and wept and felt tiredness and fear; who praised Mary when
she anointed him for death and blessed a woman of the city who washed his feet with tears. We
remember Jesus who touched lepers and the sick and feasted with tax collectors and sinners. We
remember Christ who lives on in all who courageously and faithfully bring forth the light of his
love in earth’s darkest places. We remember Jesus who on the night before he died, shared a
meal with his friends. He took bread, blessed it and broke it and gave it to them, saying: “Take
and eat. This is my own body given for you. Do this to remember me.” After supper he took the
cup of wine, gave thanks and gave it to them, saying: “This is my life-blood given for you. Do this
to remember me.” So we proclaim the mystery of faith:
