Touch us with your gentle
creativity and fire us with longing for the new age of justice and peace. We ask this through
Jesus who gave his body that we might be one and his blood that we might find new life. With
him, and through him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, be to you, O God, all honor
and glory forever. Amen.
